WEEK 17
Hawks swoop to take top match against St. Mary’s
In Division 2 CCC Hawks soared to victory in their top of the table clash with St. Mary but very nearly had their wings clipped in the process. The marauding Le Bruns came down from the north and should really have returned with an honourable draw on paper but the Hawks didn’t flap and as a result secured a 6—4 win. Mark Liron, Martin Tupper and junior Billy Hickling, who improves with each game, all won two singles matches each with all claiming creditable victories over the experienced super Veteran Ken le Brun. Erik le Brun saw off the challenges of Hickling and Tupper whilst sibling Darren beat Liron. The doubles also went to the northern Saints 3—0 but it was not enough to get them the draw.
Pegasus B retained their lead at the top of the table with a gritty display against Victoria B which totally belied the final 10—0 outcome which looked emphatic but in fact was nothing of the sort. The unbeaten Matthieu Fisher for the league leaders was first to wobble with a tight win over David Hole 11/8, 13/11, 11/9 followed by an even closer encounter with Peter Hinds before emerging the winner 11/9, 8/11, 12/10, 17/15. Oren le Marquand won his three but had to recover from 1—0 down against Jack Hanby. Young Victoria Barnes carrying an injury to her left arm showed her mental toughness winning two five game thillers against Hole and Hinds coming back from 2—0 down and then 2—1 down respectively. She followed with a three game win against Hanby and was certainly the performer on the night with her fantastic determination and focus. Le Marquand and Fisher cleaned up the doubles 3—1 for the whitewash.
CCC Falcons held a tight formation and could have been on the crest of a wave but Pegasus A were not to be denied in the middle of the table clash. Falcons’ Tom Wallwork swooped with three hard fought wins against Tyler Gosselin, 11/5, 4/11, 5/11, 12/10, 11/9 then Ewan le Marquand, 9/11, 11/4, 7/11, 13/11, 11/8, and finally an excellent win against Paul Routier 3—0. Harry Messervy and Luke Greenfield were not so fortunate being on the wrong side of close games each losing their three singles. Falcons took the doubles by way of consolation 3—1 but it was Pegasus A who claimed the overall win 6—4.

Victoria A must have sensed that they had a chance when CCC Eagles announced that they would be playing with a sub. Unfortunately for Victoria it turned out to be the ever youthful star Jeff Vincent in his 81st year! Vincent beat the new kid in town Alex Pemberton and then fellow veteran Ed le Quesne 3—2 coming back from 2—1 down in what turned out to be an epic struggle between the two experienced players. Paul Hargreaves converted his three against Marcus Hawgood, Pemberton and Le Quesne with Malcolm Gallichan adding two more for the talonted [sic] Eagles. Victoria took the Eagles to the limit in the doubles with a 3—2 victory but were unable to enjoy a tequila sunrise with the match already gone 7—3, it was just one of these nights for Victoria.

In Division 3 league leaders St. Mary A held onto their slender equal points but two games difference lead as both they and second placed Pegasus recorded 5—0 wins.

The northern parish’s A team of Jacques Callec and Vic Roberts did not drop a game against Garyn Edwards and Ruben le Sueur of CCC Clubs. That said the two CCC junior players continue to improve well in their league matches and were certainly not overawed by their illustrious opponents. 
Pegasus meanwhile had a closer encounter with CCC Diamonds than the 5—0 final outcome told. Alice Corfield had to dig very deep to come back from 2—1 down against the vastly improved Sam Hills who played brilliantly. Charles Vivian too for CCC played some excellent shots but couldn’t quite overcome either Corfield or Jacob Gosselin. It will however only be a matter of time as Hills and Vivian proved to be a formidable doubles team too recovering from 2—0 down only to be denied in the fifth.
In the meantime, Victoria’s Serina Coe and Amber Hawgood got their fourth first league win of the season with a highly commendable win against the two Lauras, Moll and Price of CCC Hearts. Coe took two singles wins for Victoria and with Hawgood unable to make an impression despite all her efforts it was left to the doubles to decide the match. Hawgood came into her own supporting Coe brilliantly, particularly after CCC restored parity at one all. Playing intelligent shots Victoria’s duo took the next two games for a 3—1 win and the overall victory 3—2.
